
Linking Agreement
This Letter of Agreement (“Agreement”) sets out the terms and conditions upon which the National Phobics Society (‘NPS’) grants to [                            ] (‘the Company’) the right to link to certain pages of the NPS website located at www.phobics-society.org.uk (‘Website’).  Please sign a copy of this Agreement to indicate your acceptance of these terms and conditions and return it to us.  

1. Grant of rights
1.1
In consideration of the Company complying with its obligations under this Agreement, the NPS hereby grants to the Company a non-exclusive, revocable, limited licence to place on the website located at URL [                     ] hyperlink(s) to content on such pages of the Website as shall be [set out in the Schedule to this Agreement] [agreed between the parties] (‘Hyperlink’).

1.2
The Company acknowledges that the Website and the content on it is either the property of or licensed to the NPS and may not be reproduced, published, copied, or distributed without the prior written consent of the NPS.

2.
The Company’s obligations

2.1
In consideration of the grant to the Company of the rights set out in clause 1.1 above the Company hereby agrees to:

2.1.1
place an acknowledgement in a form acceptable to the NPS on all pages of the Company’s website which Hyperlink to the Website;
2.1.2
comply with all applicable laws and regulations in relation to the operation of the Company’s website and the Hyperlink including but not exclusively the Data Protection Act 1998.
2.2
The Company shall not:

2.2.1
give any indication or impression on the Company’s website that it or its website are in any way endorsed by the NPS;


2.2.2
misrepresent the relationship between the Company and the NPS;

2.2.3
‘frame’ any part of the Website or otherwise incorporate any part of the Website into the Company’s website;

2.2.4
alter, block or otherwise prevent the display of the Website;

2.2.5
place on the Company’s website so that it could be associated with the Website any content which might be deemed to be obscene, illegal, offensive, defamatory or malicious. 

3.
Representations and warranties

3.1
The NPS warrants that to the best of its knowledge and belief:

3.1.1
all content on the Website shall be up to date and shall represent accurate medical opinion;

3.1.2
the Company will not infringe any intellectual property right of any third party as a result of Hyperlinking to the Website in accordance with clause 1.1.

3.2
The Company acknowledges and agrees that the Hyperlink and the content on the Website are granted on an ‘as is’ basis and that the NPS shall have no liability to the Company or its users for any inaccuracies, errors, omissions or inconsistencies in the content on the Website, or for any unavailability of or operational errors in the Website.
3.3
Each party agrees that all other representations and warranties, express or implied, including any implied warranties of quality or fitness for purpose, are hereby excluded to the fullest extent permitted by law.
4.
Term and termination
4.1 This Agreement shall commence on the date set out above and shall remain in effect until terminated by either party upon giving 30 days’ written notice to the other.

4.2 In addition to the rights set out in clause 4.1 above the NPS shall have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement in the event that:

4.2.1
the Company breaches any obligation imposed on it under this Agreement;
4.2.2
the Website ceases to exist or be available for any reason.

4.3
In the event of termination of this Agreement the licence granted in clause 1.1 shall be deemed to be automatically terminated on the same date and the Company shall disable all links to the Website and remove any reference to the NPS from the Company’s website.
5.
General
5.1
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the Laws of England and the parties for this purpose hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.  

5.2
Nothing in this Agreement shall entitle any third party to take action in reliance on it pursuant to the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 (“the  Act”) but nothing in this clause 5.2 shall prevent such third party from exercising any right available to it apart from the Act.  

5.3
The rights and obligations set out in this Agreement are personal to the parties and neither party may assign the benefit or burden of this Agreement or any of the rights and obligations in it without the prior written consent of the other.
